For this purpose, she needs a medical 
certificate that allows the examination board to answer the legal question of whether you are unable to take the exam on the basis of your information as a medical 
expert. In principle, it is not the task of the physician to answer the legal question of whether the proven health impairment can justify the discontinuation of the 
examination or the withdrawal from the examination; rather, this is ultimately to be decided by the examination board of the respective degree programme on its 
own responsibility. Since a simple certificate of inability to take the exam is not sufficient for this assessment, you will be asked to answer the above points. As a rule, 
it is not necessary to specify the diagnosis. Please indicate the diagnosis only if the patient agrees to it. The student bears the burden of proof and presentation of his 
or her inability to take the examination.
